5. Pull out the source wires from the outlet box. Make wire connections
using wire connectors as follows:
---Connect the hot wire (usually black insulation) from the fixture to
the black wire from the power source.
---Connect the neutral wire (usually white insulation) from the fixture ——— Max.60W Type A Bulb
to the white wire from the power source. (not included)
---Attach the fixture grounding wire (usually green insulation or bare
wire) to the mounting plate with the green ground screw. Then
connect it to the house ground wire with the wire connector.
Carefully put the wires back into the outlet box.

7. Install 1x60W Max medium base bulb (not included) to the socket.

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8. Attach the glass shade to the glass bracket by threading
set screws onto the glass notches. (Do not over tighten.)
